Summer in the Psalms Psalm 60

This is the last Psalm to give a historical setting in the life of David. The
context is 2 Samuel 8 and 1 Chronicles 18. David experienced military
victory, while Joab’s force experienced defeat. David wrote Psalm 60 as
he pondered this defeat and what it meant for him and the nation.

I. David’s Discouragement - Vs. 1-6a

A. He honestly his discouragement - vs. 1-3
1. True faith does not reality!
2. True faith reality and moves forward

in God’s presence (the ultimate reality for believers)!

B. He remembers God’s - vs. 4, 6a; Psalm 119:105

B. Heisin firm control of His - vs. 8; Psalm
24:1; Isaiah 46:8-11; Revelation 11:15
