From Steve and Adrienne Roubinek-  "Hello friends. Jacob had his final tests at 
Mayo Clinic to evaluate for a kidney transplant this past week. The surgeon told 
him he is an excellent candidate for transplant with at least 99% success rate. 
 

A donor would need to be willing to be in Rochester for one week. (We would 
cover all these costs) The surgery is similar to an appendix removal.  It's an ex-
tremely minor and low risk surgery (laproscopic), which our insurance would pay 
for. I had my appendix removed in 2012 and was on my feet the next day, pretty 
much back to normal after one week minus heavy lifting (6 weeks). He can                  
accept A+, A-, O+ - .  There is a tissue matching process as well. Essentially           
they put Jacob's blood with donor blood and see how they react to one another. 
 

His kidney disease is genetic (not autoimmune). This is good news because he              
is extremely unlikely to develop the kidney disease in a new kidney. If anyone 
would consider donating, we have the info to get started. They estimate he 
will need a kidney in 6 months to a year. We really appreciate prayers as well. 
Please let us know if you are willing. Thank you.  For Jacob."

He is Faithful                2 Timothy 2:8-13 
 

In the first words of this passage (vs. 8) Paul commands Timothy to 
“remember Jesus Christ.” In the final words (vs. 13), Paul reminds him that 
that Jesus is the ultimate example of faithfulness. It is the quality of Christ's 
faithfulness that helps us in difficult times. His faithfulness is what should 
motivate us to be faithful in our lives!  
 

How can we remember Jesus’ faithfulness? 
 
I. Remember the Identity of Jesus - Vs. 8 
  

 A.  He is the unique              -                  - “Jesus Christ”  
  (John 1:1, 14) 
 

 B.  He is the ultimate        -                 -  
  “risen from the dead, the offspring of David” (Romans 1:3-4) 
 
II. Remember the Power of the Gospel - Vs. 9-10  
 

 A.  It is                   - vs. 9; Isaiah 55:11 
 

 B. It is        - vs. 10; Acts 4:12;  
  Romans 10:17 
  
III. Remember the Faithfulness of God’s Promises - Vs. 11-13 
  

 2 purposes of God’s promises -  
 

 A. They should       us - vs. 11-12a 
 

 B. They should       us - vs. 12b-13 
 

  *If we are faithless to Jesus, He will remain faithful to His Word!
