Hosea - “God’s Faithful Love”

Hosea prophesied to the ten northern tribes of the kingdom of Israel
before the Assyrian captivity. His theme was the changeless love of God.
In spite of Israel’s idolatry, disobedience, and cold-heartedness God chose
to love the people of Israel freely.
